· Reviewed you company’s lockout/tagout plan, fire safety procedures and hazard communication program?

· Conducted a recent inspection of your refrigeration system, including tanks, lines, valves, stems, etc.?

· PPE, such as supplied-air respirators

· Examples of broken or deteriorated refrigeration system parts
