Asbestos Safety 

Checklist for the Trainer

Review this checklist to help stay in compliance with the training portion of OSHA’s standard on asbestos safety.

Before conducting training on asbestos safety, have you:

· Printed out and read OSHA’s standard on asbestos safety 
(29 CFR 1910.1001)?

· Sampled the air in all areas with potential airborne asbestos?

· Documented results of air sampling tests and provided drawings or pictures of hazardous areas?

· Had an EPA-accredited management planner develop an asbestos management plan with protective measures?

· Developed a plan for disposal of materials containing asbestos? 

· Marked your calendar to conduct exposure testing at least every six months? 

· Identified a medical professional who will provide employees with annual medical evaluations?

· Provided the employees with a change room for decontamination after exposure to asbestos?

· Placed signs outside regulated areas such as “Danger, Asbestos, Cancer and Lung Disease Hazard”?

Suggested items to bring to a training session on asbestos safety: 

· Presentation, Speaker’s Notes, Quiz and Trainee Handout

· Bags, seals and labels used for disposal

· Respirators and protective clothing

· Results of air monitoring test results

· Pictures of damaged materials containing asbestos

· Copies of your Asbestos Safety Program

After completing your training, employees should know:

· The dangers of asbestos.

· How to identify asbestos.

· How to protect themselves against asbestos.
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
