Checklist for the Trainer


Review this checklist to help ensure you’re prepared to discuss spill prevention and control issues and can explain your company’s policy on it.

Before you begin training, have you:

· Distributed printed materials from your company regarding 
rules for situations where employees could be exposed to bloodborne pathogens.

· Identified all workers who could be at risk of exposure to infectious fluids in your workplace?

· Developed a process for immediately reporting and addressing bloodborne pathogen exposure incidents?

· Assessed the working conditions faced by employees in your company to determine particular risk situations that apply to them?

Suggested items to bring to a training session on bloodborne 
pathogen safety:

· Presentation, speaker’s notes, quiz and trainee handout.

· Printed materials from your company regarding working with potentially infectious fluids.

After completing your training, employees should know:

· How to work safely with body fluids

· Different types of bloodborne pathogens, and how they 
cause infection

· What to do if they're infected with potentially hazardous fluids

· What they should do in the aftermath of exposure to 
bloodborne pathogens

· What services your company will provide if they're exposed to infectious materials, and how their records and confidential medical information will be handled 
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
