Checklist for the Trainer

Before conducting training on this topic, have you: 

· Printed out and read OSHA’s standard on Confined Space Safety (29 CFR Part 1910.146)?

· Identified all employees who are eligible for this training?

· Reviewed your company’s procedures for working in confined spaces?

· Reviewed your company’s procedure for following up after an incident in a confined space?

· Consulted company records for any previous confined space incidents that might be used as an example?

Suggested items to bring to a training session on Confined Space Safety:

· Presentation, speaker’s notes, quiz and trainee handout.

· A list of your company's confined spaces.

· A sample of the form or paperwork that must be filled out for any incident or accident in your confined space(s).

After completing your training, employees should know:

· What to do if an emergency occurs in a confined space.

· The hazards associated with confined spaces.

· The warning signs of possible emergencies in confined spaces.

· How to work safely in confined spaces.
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
