Checklist for the Trainer

Review this checklist to help stay in compliance with the training portion of OSHA’s standard on personal protective equipment.

Before conducting eye safety training, have you:

· Printed out and read OSHA’s standard on personal protective equipment 
(29 CFR 1910.132-133)?

· Assessed the workplace to determine where there are hazards that require protective eyewear to be worn?

· Identified all people who need to wear eye protection? 

· Established a policy in which employees are required to wear protective eyewear in hazardous situations?

· Made sure your eye equipment is durable, clean and in good repair?

Suggested items to bring to an eye safety training session: 

· Presentation, speaker’s notes, quiz and trainee handout.

· Safety glasses. 

· Safety goggles. 

· Face shields.

· Piece of machinery with guards, screens or shields to protect against flying particles.

After completing your training, employees should know the:

· Risks to their eyes in the workplace.

· Types of protective eyewear to guard your eyes.

· First aid procedures if you damage your eyes.

· Location of emergency eye wash equipment.
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
