· Identified all employees who operate forklifts at your company and informed them of training?

· Examined all forklifts for damage?

· Developed a process for reporting and repairing problems 
with company forklifts?

· Assessed conditions faced by employees in your company to determine particular forklift operating situations that apply to them?

Suggested items to bring to a training session on forklift safety:

· Presentation, speaker’s notes, quiz and trainee handout.

· Printed materials from your company regarding forklift operation.

· The specific operating manual for the forklifts used by your company.

After completing your training, employees should know:

· How they can be safer operating a forklift.

· What they need to check before using their forklift.

· What to check in their surroundings that will affect how they use a forklift.

· How to properly handle loads and maintain stability.

· What to do in case of a tip over.
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
