Checklist for the Trainer

Review this checklist to help stay in compliance with the training portion of OSHA’s standard on occupational noise exposure (hearing safety).

Before conducting training on hearing safety, have you:

· Printed out and read OSHA’s standard on hearing safety 
(29 CFR 1910.95)?

· Determined whether noise hazards exist in your facility?

· Identified employees to be included in a hearing loss prevention program?

· Provided employees with a variety of haring devices to select from?

· Created a “noise map” identifying and documenting the noise level measurements for different areas within the facility?

Items to bring to a Hearing Safety Presentation: 

· Presentation, Speaker’s Notes, Quiz and Trainee Handout.

· Reusable Ear plugs.

· Disposable Ear plugs. 

· Ear muffs.

· Canal caps.

· “Noise map” of your facility.

· Noise monitoring equipment.

· How to prevent hearing loss.
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
