MSDS (Material Safety Data Sheets)

Checklist for the Trainer

Review this checklist to help you stay in compliance with the MSDS training portion of OSHA’s Hazard Communication Standard (29 CFR 1910.1200). 

Prior to conducting MSDS training, have you:

· Reviewed the section of OSHA’s HazCom Standard detailing MSDS requirements?

· Identified workers who use materials containing hazardous chemicals? 

· Reviewed the location(s) of MSDSs at your facility?

· Verified that you have obtained complete and accurate MSDSs for each hazardous chemical used at your facility? 

· Ensured that MSDS are readily available to workers? 

Suggested items to bring to your presentation:

· Employee handout, quizzes, presentation, speaker’s notes.

· Sample MSDSs for some of the chemicals your workers commonly use 

· Commonly-used chemicals and storage containers

· A first aid kit

· Fire extinguishers or other fire-fighting equipment

· Assorted PPE required for most commonly-used materials 

· Ventilation equipment

After completing your training, trainees should understand the following: 

· Their “right to know” about the chemicals they work with on the job

· How to obtain MSDSs for the chemicals they work with

· How to interpret and use the contents of an MSDS, including information on:  

· Chemical name and identity

· Manufacturer and contact information

· Hazardous and cancer-causing ingredients

· Exposure limits 

· Physical and chemical properties 

· Chemical properties related to fire and explosion hazards

· Fire-fighting procedures, including proper extinguishing media and PPE

· Stability, reactivity, and conditions to be avoided

· Health hazards, including routes of entry, symptoms of exposure, and short-term and long-term health effects

· Basic first aid measures in the event of exposure

· Proper handling, storage and disposal methods

· Accidental release measures including, evacuation, containment, cleanup and disposal

· Exposure controls such as ventilation, protective enclosures and PPE 
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
