Before conducting training on safe chemical handling, have you: 

· Identified and listed all the hazardous chemicals in your workplace?
· Ensured all containers of hazardous chemicals are labeled?

· Obtained a Material Safety Data Sheet for each hazardous chemical in your facility?
· Placed all Material Safety Data Sheets in an accessible spot for all employees?

· Developed a protective clothing list?

· Developed evacuation procedures?

· Examples of Material Data Safety Sheets
· Examples of required personal protective equipment

· Copy of your facility’s evacuation procedures
After completing your training, employees should know:

· How you can reduce your exposure to these chemicals

· The location of and how to read Material Safety Data Sheets
· What to do in case of a spill or leak of a hazardous chemical
