   Confined Spaces

   Safety Training Handout
Utilizing OSHA-required safety practices with confined spaces can prepare employees for emergencies in these areas – and possibly save someone’s life.

· Why we practice confined-space safety

· Working in confined spaces can put employees at risk for injury or death.

· The size of confined spaces, and body positions employees may have to work in, could make exiting the area difficult if there's an emergency.
· In addition to the workers in the confined spaces, employees in surrounding 
areas could also be at risk if gases or other toxic substances are released 
from the space. 

· OSHA requires that companies with confined spaces in their facility institute safety measures to protect employees.

· Your role if there’s a warning sign or emergency

· If you’re nearby, your first priority is to evacuate workers in and around the confined space from the area.

· If necessary, call rescue workers or emergency services to the scene.

· It may be necessary to evacuate the entire facility if there's a chance toxic gases will be emitted or a fire could break out.

· In extreme cases, the area surrounding the facility may be in danger. Notify police of any potential threat to the neighboring area.

· After the problem is over, review what happened to take additional precautions and make sure it doesn't happen again.
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
