Safety Training Handout
· Why is training necessary for scaffold safety?

· Every year scaffold-related accidents account for 50 deaths and 4,500 injuries.
· 25% of those accidents involved workers without adequate safety training.

· What are the hazards of working on scaffolding?

· Falls 
· Collapses
· Struck-by injuries
· How can you prevent a fall?

· Wear and maintain a personal fall system (harness attached to lifeline).
· Install guardrails, midrails and toeboards. 
· Set up screens, mesh, nets.
· How can collapses be prevented?

· Make sure a trained worker inspects the structure before each shift and after any 
damaging event.

· A scaffold inspection looks for:

· Safe distance from power lines
· Proper location of tools, materials
· Strong foundations 
· Metal and wood in good condition
· Firmly planted posts and frames
· How can you prevent struck-by hazards?

· If you’re on scaffolding: Secure materials, post warning signs, use debris nets
· If you’re underneath: Observe warning signs and barricades, and wear a hard hat
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
